CONGRATULATIONS 2008-09 SAINTS! MEN, WOMEN
NOTCH 20+ WIN SEASONS; LOCKE, MISKOVIC
GARNER MAJOR POST-SEASON AWARDS

Ask a follower of NCAA Division I hockey for the measure of a fine season; chances are,
he or she will reply “Winning 20 games.” For the third time in the past four seasons, both
Saints ice teams have met that gold standard, with the men playing 21-12-5 and the
women gaining the 24-win mark against 11 losses and three ties.

The campaigns just completed give men’s head coach Joe Marsh 436 wins in his storied
St. Lawrence career, and mark a highly successful head coaching debut for women’s
mentor Chris Wells, who took the reins from Paul Flanagan in 2008, as well as the
ninth consecutive 20-plus-win season for the women’s program.

For the men, junior Mike McKenzie headed the scoring with 34 points, followed by
seniors Brock McBride and Kevin DeVergilio with 32. Junior goalie Alex Petizian
played in a majority of the team’s games, amassing a 17-10-5 mark with a 2.24 goals-
against average and a .925 save percentage. On the women’s side, seniors Alison
Domenico and Carson Duggan led the scoring parade with 37 points, followed by junior
Tara Akstull with 32. Junior Britony Chartier’s won-lost-tied mark coincided with the
team’s as she appeared in every game; her goals-against average was 2.04 and save
percentage .925.

The Saints did well in post-season honors as well, with two senior players gaining
national and regional recognition with prestigious awards. Marianna Locke was named
winner of the 2009 Sarah Devens Award, presented annually to a player from ECAC
Hockey or Hockey East who “demonstrates leadership and commitment both on and off
the ice.” Accompanying the award is a $10,000 post-graduate scholarship. Marianna is
the third St. Lawrence student-athlete to win the award. The daughter of Cathy and
Mickey Locke, the Brasher Falls, NY native served as captain of the 2008-09 Saints
women.



Receiving national recognition for his performance in the season just completed was
Zach Miskovic, who was named to a defense slot on the 2009 AHCA/RBK All-America
First Team. Zach, who scored a team-high 17 goals along with nine assists this season,
joins a pantheon of Saint rearguard honorees that includes Chuck Lundberg, Pat
Presley, Arlie Parker, Hank Lammens, Brian McColgan, Mike Hurlbut, Daniel
Laperriere, Justin Harney, Matt Desrosiers, and Drew Bagnall. Hailing from River
Forest, IL, he is the son of Jim and Darlene Miskovic.
